MINUTES

The minutes of the Regular June 8, 2009, the Special June 11, 2009 and the Special June 29, 2009 meetings were approved as presented. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A.  Security Bid

After reconsideration of the Security Cameras bid, Dr. Warren recommended that we complete the interior systems at Crossett High School and Crossett Middle School and look at upgrading the systems at Crossett Elementary and Hastings Learning Center at a future date.  She then recommended that the board accept the new bid from Arkansas State Security Systems.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Financial Report

Mr. Hill presented the Financial Report.  Robert Stone moved to accept the report, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Hill then informed the Board that Sesame School has requested the use of five more classrooms in the North Crossett Elementary building, and he recommended that the Board increase the monthly rent from $5000.00 to $7000.00.  Doug Thurman moved to accept the recommendation, Robert Stone seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

B. Bread and Milk Bids

Mr. Hill recommended that the Board accept the low bid for bread from Cotton’s Holsum Bread Company.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

He then recommended the Board accept the only bid for milk from Turner Holdings.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

Mr. Hill informed the Board that Federal Child Nutrition regulations require that we raise the price of Adult Cafeteria Meals from $2.25 to $3.00.  Robert Stone made the motion to increase, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

C. Copier Bids

Mr. Hill recommended that the Board accept the low bid for copiers from Office Equipment of South Arkansas.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

D. Science Lab Equipment Bids

Mr. Hill recommended that the Board accept the only bid to meet specs for the Crossett High School Science Lab Equipment from Frey Scientific.  Doug Thurman moved to accept the recommendation, Robert Stone seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

E. Resolution to Expend Federal Funds

After a motion by Robert Stone and a second by Doug Thurman, the Board authorized the Expenditure of Federal Funds for the 2009-2010 school year by a vote of 3-0.

F. Benchmark Results

Crossett High School Principal Henry Anderson, Crossett Middle School Principal Jim Lucas and Curriculum Director Pam Pevy reported on Benchmark Test Results for the

G. Personnel (Executive Session)

Dr. Warren informed the Board that she had no need for Executive Session.

H. Personnel Actions

Dr. Warren recommended that the Board accept the resignation of Penny Poole, Crossett Middle School Classroom Teacher and the resignation by retiring of Doris Cromwell, Crossett Middle School Classroom Teacher.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0

Dr. Warren then recommended that the Board employ Matt Weigand as Crossett High School Health/PE Teacher/Coach and Cole Barthel as Crossett High School Dean of Students/Assistant Football/Track Coach.  Doug Thurman moved to accept the recommendation, Robert Stone seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

Dr. Warren recommended that the Board employ Georgetta Waters as 4 hour Custodian at Hugh Willis Administration Building.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

Dr. Warren then recommended that the Board transfer Sue Green from Maintenance & Transportation to Nurse’s Office/Technology Secretary, Lynn Mills from Technology Secretary to Technician, and Felicia Dickey from Nurse’s Office to Special Programs Secretary.  Doug Thurman moved to accept the recommendation, Robert Stone seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

Dr. Warren then recommended that the Board extend the contracts of the Head Boys Basketball Coach and the Head Girls Basketball Coach to 11 months.  Robert Stone moved to accept the recommendation, Doug Thurman seconded, and the motion passed 3-0.

There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
